I. the research content:

1. Eligibility and application timing: Students can apply for the

qualification exam only after completing two advanced courses and
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are required to take the exam before the 5th semester starts (not
including suspension semester).

Report content and format: Submit a 15-page (excluding reference)
written research proposal that states the research background -
motivation ~ expected research content and preliminary outcomes,
and conduct an oral presentation. (a proposal format will be provided
by the Department)

Language: Oral presentations can be conducted in either Chinese or
English. The title and abstract of the written proposal should be
written in English. The other proposal content can be written in either
Chinese or English.

Open to public: the research proposal and oral exam are not open to
public.

Committee members: The Committee is composed of three members
who are in or outside NTU, and excludes student’s advisor (the
advisor can be present in the exam but not participate in the defense.)
Passing Criteria: Pass, conditional pass or failure will be evaluated
and decided by the Committee.

Remedy when failure: submit the second exam application within one

year. Students failed in the second exam have to drop out.
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A doctoral candidate who withdraws from the university due to the
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reasons stipulated in Regulation 3, Rule 7, with the consent of their

advisor, may submit a master's thesis.
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Rules for becoming a Ph.D. Candidate:
1. Passing the qualification exam

2. Completing the required coursework
